Dear Customer,

Thank you for your enquiry regarding New Ross Town Council’s wheel bin service.

In order to avail of the service you should complete the form overleaf, sign it below and return it to the Environment Section, New Ross Town Council, The Tholsel, New Ross, Co. Wexford together with the appropriate annual payment.  

Please note that the refuse charge applies from January – December of each year.  The 1st moiety will be sought by the 1st April and the 2nd moiety by 1st July.

European Union Directive and Irish Government Policy require a significant reduction in our dependence on landfill disposal of waste within the next 15 years.  In this respect New Ross Town Council encourages householders to reduce, re-use and recycle waste where possible.  In County Wexford there are 121 sites for recycling glass bottles, jars and drink cans.  There are also recycling facilities for newspapers, cardboard, textiles, metals, plastic bottles, Christmas trees and organic waste (home composting).  Less waste may enable customers to avail of smaller wheelie bins at less cost.

Please note that the Council’s service is based on the wheel bin only for health and safety, litter prevention and waste minimisation reasons.  No additional bags or boxes will be collected with the wheel bin.  Also, business customers are urged to ensure that they are complying with the Waste Management (Packaging) Regulations 1997.

· I agree not to put out any additional waste with my bin.

· I will make an effort to recycle elements of my waste.

· I will notify New Ross Town Council in writing if I leave the premises or change address so that the necessary arrangements can be made for collection of the bin or amendment of records.

· I understand that during the Christmas period we may miss one collection and undertake to make allowances for this.  (NB check local press for alternative Christmas and other Bank Holiday arrangements).

· I understand that non-payment of charges will result in non-collection and/or legal action being taken.

· I understand that in January 2004 New Ross Town Council will be introducing a 2-bin system, one for waste and one for dry recyclables.  Collection of the recyclables will be once every three weeks.  

· I understand that a charge of circa €50 will be incurred if, within 6 months of the introduction of the 2-bin system on your route, you exchange back up to the 140L or 240L bin.
